Converting Files (for posters or papers)

On the UV/Visible Spectrophotometer (CARY14)

To convert your spectra to an ascii file, which can be loaded into graphing programs such as Excel:

To convert the file:

· open the file you wish to convert

· store the file in a memslot (and remember that memslot number)

· hit “Esc” until you’re at the main menu

· “S” for storage/retrival routines

· “S” for store data

· “E” for export memslot (ascii)

· “F” for file

· “A” for 2 column ascii

· place a floppy disk in the machine

· type in filename preceded by a:\, ending with “.asc” (e.g. a:\trial1.asc)

On the UV/Visible Spectrophotometer (CARY17)

To convert your spectra to an ascii file, which can be loaded into graphing programs such as Excel:

· open the experiment file you wish to convert

· Select the data set you want to export in the experiments window

· Right click on the graph and select “Save As Ascii”

On the Synergy Microtiter reader)

To convert your data to Excel:

· open the plate data you wish to export

· Select Data/Export  to open a blank excel spread sheet

· Use the plate and table buttons to add data to the spread sheet

On the HPLC (Hewlett Packard)

To save the results as an image, that can be imported directly into your report:

· open your file in the data analysis window

· File→Graphics→Copy to Clipboard

· open MSWord

· paste image into word and save as word document

To save as a comma delimited file (which can be loaded into Excel):

· open your file in the data analysis window

· File→Export→CSV

· you can now save your results as a text file
