Site Menu

· Create a folder in Windows that will be used to contain your site files and folders.

· If you used Power point or Word to create your files, move them to your site folder.

· Site/Manage Sites and click the New button.  Under Advanced local info give your site a name and assign the site to your local folder and enter the URL for your site. Map the remote site as a network drive using MyComputer/Tools on your desk top. Under remote info select Local/Network and browse for your public_html. The Site window allows you to manage the folders and files in your site.

View Menu

· Code - a window that shows your html code

· Design a window that looks like your web page.

· Code and Design a split view so you can see the results of the code.

Window Menu

· Objects Panel: Cntrl+f2 or Window/objects needs to be selected to show the objects panel.  The top menu changes what palettes are showing for example  Common list most of the common web page insertions. There are two modes Standard View and Layout View for the document window that are selected with the bottom icons on the Objects Panel. Layout View generates an overall table for your document that you draw to contain each element of the page.

· Properties inspector: Cntrl+f3 or Window/P:roperties opens the properties inspector at the bottom of the screen. This palette is used to change the attributes of a tag like centered, color, font or define a link. To see all of the attributes you may have, press the expand box arrow at the bottom right of the panel.

· Reference: Cntrl+shift+f1 or Window/Reference gives a HTML reference window with separate pull down menus for html tags and their attributes.

· Frames: shift+f1 or Window/Frames gives a frames window

· F12 previews your page in the computer’s default browser.

Tables

· Insert/Table or button in the objects panel creates a blank table. 

· Insert/Tabular data or button in the objects panel allows you to insert a tab delimited file created by Excel or other editors.

· Properties of the table, cell, row, or column may be set with the properties inspector when the appropriate part of the table is selected. The cursor becomes an arrow when a column or row is selected. Note: the selected element is bolded in the tag selector at the bottom of the document window. You may just click on the tag selector to select an appropriate element.

Links

· Links are added with the Properties inspector or typed into the code view.

· Select the text or image to be used as the link and in the properties inspector type in the link to be associated with the text or image.

Images

· Insert/Image inserts an image at the cursor position.  If you are working with a site dream weaver will copy the image to your site folder so you can use a relative file reference.
Commands

· Clean up Word HTML will take a Word generated HTML document and simplify the source code.
Frames

· Insert/Frames/right generates three files frameset, mainframe, and rightframe. To select mainframe click on the left frame in the design window. To select rightframe click on the right frame. To select frameset click on the border between the frames. You may drag the border to resize the frame. To see the border have view/visual aids/frame border set.
